Rip Caswell is widely recognized and celebrated as one of America's preeminent bronze
sculptors. Rip has dedicated his life to expressing his love of nature, wildlife, and the human
form through his art. His artworks can be found in public spaces and private collections
throughout the U.S. and abroad, with numerous awards and honors highlighting a distinguished
body of work.

The son of a professiona guide and outfitter, Rip Caswell developed an innate understanding
and appreciation of nature and wildlife. Asayoung boy, he began sculpting his very first figures
from the moist shoreline clay of the Pend Oreille River near his home in Washington State. An
early apprenticeship in taxidermy established an intimate familiarity with wildlife physiology
and form, and his work in this genre earned Rip a reputation for a uniquely natura style that
brought movement and grace into a field normally focused on technical accuracy rather than
presentation.
